e  Biographical resume;

e  Three (3) examples of recent work (digital images). Each image must contain the artist’s
name, title, medium, size, and date;

e  Entry applications must be submitted by 5pm on Monday, March 12, 2012.

Naturally Inspired Paint Out Day: April 28, 2012 (8:30am start)

e  Artists will be responsible for bringing supplies onto Zoo grounds;

e  Artists must stay on main pathways in publicly accessible spaces;

e Aboxlunch will be provided to artists participating in the event;

e Artwork should be no smaller than 12” x 12” and no larger than 24” x 36”;

e Artwork may be turned in by 3:30pm on April 28 or taken home and returned by Tuesday,
May 1.

The artist may choose any area, plant or animal of the Zoo or White River Gardens that inspires
them—from roses in the DeHaan Tiergarten to cheetahs in the Plains Biome. Finished pieces will be
donated to the Zoo and can be turned in that day or by end of day Tuesday, May 1. Subsequently,
the finished works of art will be framed (if needed) and go on display as the Naturally Inspired
Exhibition in White River Gardens from June-August 2012. Each piece of art will be silently auctioned
as a fundraiser for the Zoo.
