Grown on small family 
farms as well as large 
plantations, nearly 85 
percent of the world's 
palm oil is produced in 
Indonesia and Malaysia, 
the only remaining 
natural habitat for wild 
orangutans as well as 
countless other species. 
 

The issue occurs when 
nutrient-rich forest land 
is destroyed for illegal 
plantations.
